The  Lady c lass i f i cat ion of mem­
bership has been el iminated and the 
cei l ing on special  indebtedness  that 
can be incurred by the Board in any 
one year  has been raised from 
$ 2 0 , 000  to $50 , 000 ,  according to 
amendment s  to the Club bylaws 
adopted at the Annual  Membership 
Meet ing.

The  Board recommendat ion that 
Lady memberships  cease because 
they di scr iminate  against  all other 
c lasses  of members  in favor of 
women,  was  accepted.  Lady mem­
bers will  be t ransferred to other 
appropriate  categories and pay 
those dues.  Dues for a Lady member 
were $22 . 50  per month;  Regular 
membership dues are $30.00.  There 
is no init iat ion fee in connect ion 
with this transfer.
